CASUAL TRADING BYE-LAWS 1997

· An application for Casual Trading must be made at least 30 days before the first day it is intended to trade.

· No licence will be issued unless a FULLY completed application form is received.

· No licence will be issued unless the applicant submits evidence of a Public Liability Insurance Policy indemnifying the Council from any liability caused by the traders actions with at least €6,350,000 cover.

· The maximum dimensions of stalls are as follows:

· Length - 3 metres;

· Width - 2 metres;

· Height - 2 metres;

· No generators are allowed in a trading bay unless specifically allowed by the Council.

· All traders must display their Casual Trading Licence.

· All traders must trade totally within the space allotted to them.

· All traders must ensure that their spaces are kept clean and tidy.

These guidelines are only guidelines and are not nor do they purport to an interpretation of the law. Copies of the Clonakilty Town Council Casual Trading Bye-Laws are available in the Town Hall, Kent Street (023 33380) and we are happy to answer any queries you may have.
