Important Notice for Applicants: Additional Documentation to support Social Housing Support Application Forms

Please be advised of the following:

Property Ownership abroad:

If you are an applicant from an E.E.A./Non E.E.A. country then it will be necessary to provide documentation from the Property Registration Authority in your home country, translated into English,  confirming whether you own any property rights in your home country. 
Unsustainable Mortgages: 

Where a mortgage is deemed unsustainable, a household could provide to a housing authority written confirmation from the lender, which sets out that the mortgage has been deemed unsustainable under the Central Bank’s 2011 Code of Conduct for Mortgage Arrears.  Where the Housing Authority receives such notification, then it may, for the purposes of the assessment of the application, consider the Household in need of social housing support even though the Household remain the legal owners of the property at that point in time.

Supplementary Welfare Allowance: 

Applications for Social Housing Support will not be accepted where an applicant is in receipt of Supplementary Welfare Allowance.  Clonakilty Town Council will only accept applications where the applicant’s entitlement to Benefits/Allowances has been determined by the Department of Social Protection.  It is only at this stage that an applicant’s eligibility with regard to the income limits for Social Housing Support as set out in the Regulations can be properly determined.
Single Person Applicants:
With regard to Single Person applicants for Social Housing Support, regardless of their age, if there is alternative accommodation that they can reasonably occupy e.g. the family home, then their application for Social Housing Support cannot be approved.  The only exception being if the applicant can provide genuine reasons supported by correspondence from either a Social Worker, Gardai or a Medical Consultant that they have a requirement for their own accommodation.
