People can 
watch the matches from here.  

Inside are the toilets and 
changing area. 
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This is the changing room, 
where I will get changed 
before and after training.
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The changing room 
has an entrance to the 
toilets. I can use these 
toilets at any time.
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There is a hand-dryer in the 
toilet that is noisy and might 
sound scary to me. I can wear 
my headphones or earplugs, 

and can change my clothes in 
a space away from the 

hand-dryer. 
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When I am finished getting 
changed, I go down the 
stairs to the pitch. This is 
where I train and play 
matches. 
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Sometimes it is dark when       
I am training. There are big 
lights that light up the pitch 
when it is dark. These lights 

are bright. 
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There are some rules I must follow 
before entering the pitch.

I can ask 
him for help. 
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Sometimes, the coach will blow his 
whistle. This is a noisy whistle and can 
frighten me. I do not need to be afraid. 

He blows his whistle when he needs 
me and the team to listen carefully. 
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There will be other boys and 
girls on my team and playing 
the game with me. We will be 

running and chasing the ball. It 
will be fun. 
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The hurls can sometimes bang 
together and make a loud noise.
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When training is finished the 
coach will blow his whistle 

again. We will go back to the 
changing rooms and get 

dressed. Then I will go home.
